That we, the undersigned, citizens and residents of the State of California, have voluntarily associated ourselves together and do hereby associate ourselves together for the purpose of forming a non-profit corporation under Title 1, Division 2, Part 1, of the Corporations Code of the State of California, which does not contemplate the distribution of gains, profits, or dividends to the members thereof, and we hereby state:


I



That the name of said corporation shall be SAINT ANDREW'S PRESBYTERIAN CHURCH OF PLEASANT HILL.


II



That the said corporation is one which does not contemplate pecuniary gain or profit to the members thereof.



That the specific and primary purpose for which this corporation is formed is:



To maintain, own and have a church under the rules, regulations and discipline of the Presbyterian Church in the United States of America, and to maintain and conduct the business and to administer the temporalities of said church and to manage the property and estate of SAINT ANDREW'S PRESBYTERIAN CHURCH OF PLEASANT HILL, a constituent organization of the said Presbyterian Church of the United States of America in accordance with the rules and regulations and discipline thereof.



Said corporation shall exercise and have all the rights and powers granted to non-profit corporations under the provisions of Title 1, Division 2, Part 1, of the Corporations Code of the State of California.



Said corporation shall have the power to do all other things which may be necessary, convenient, or useful in carrying out the purposes above mentioned.



All of the work, operation and enterprises of said corporation shall be under and subject to the jurisdiction of the Presbytery of San Francisco, Synod of California and Utah, and the General Assembly of the Presbyterian Church of the United States of America.


III



The county where the principal office for the transaction of the business of the corporation is to be located in the County of Contra Costa, State of California.


IV



The Board of Directors of said corporation shall be three persons.  The names and addresses of the persons who are to act in the capacity of Directors until the selection of their successors are:

The name of the existing unincorporated association which is being incorporated hereby is SAINT ANDREW'S PRESBYTERIAN CHURCH.

The qualifications of members shall be as follows:



All persons who are members in good standing in SAINT ANDREW'S PRESBYTERIAN CHURCH OF PLEASANT HILL, a constituent church of the Presbyterian Church of the United States of America, during the time they are members of said church, and all other persons who are regular contributors to such church during the time they are such contributors, as the By-laws may prescribe.


VII



The property of this corporation is irrevocably dedicated to religious and charitable purposes, and upon the dissolution or abandonment of this corporation will not inure to the benefit of any private person, but will go to and belong to the Presbytery of San Francisco, a religious corporation, incorporated under the laws of the State of California, all of the assets of which are irrevocably dedicated to religious and charitable purposes.
