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PURPOSE

To establish ground rules for determining when and if the church facilities should be used by other than St. Andrew's organizations, all within guidelines that Presbytery shall send us from time to time.

GENERAL

St. Andrew's desires to encourage the community in endeavors that are character building, educational or otherwise in keeping with the Christian aims of the church.  To this end, we will be making church facilities available to qualified users.

EXAMPLES OF QUALIFYING USERS: Non-profit, non-sensitive groups, like:




Boy Scouts of America




Girl Scouts of America




Camp Fire Girls




4-H Clubs

QUALIFYING PROCEDURES

At least six weeks prior to use date, organizations wishing to use the church facilities will submit the following information on a form to be provided by the church:


1.
Name and purpose of the user, including a statement that it is non-profit.


2.
Name, address, phone number and official capacity of person who will act for user in negotiations for use of facilities.


3.
Name, address, phone number and official capacity of person who will be present during user's activities and have responsibility for cleaning up, restoring furniture to original location and locking up.


4.
Approximate number who will attend user's meeting.  Names of adult supervisors, if attendees are minors.
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5.
Description of the areas to be used and times and dates of 



expected use.


6.
Specific description of activities that will take place in each area.


7.
Original Certificate of Insurance attesting the existence of a Comprehensive Liability insurance policy in user's name, with at least a $500,000 single limit of liability and naming St. Andrew's as an additional insured.


The Business Affairs Commission will review the application for use, giving consideration to the following:


1.
Present and possible future use of facilities by church groups.


2.
Whether the applicant's purposes are in keeping with the church's goals and non-divisive.


3.
The number of people involved and the quality and quantity of supervision.


4.
Any other factors which might indicate the type of treatment the church property would receive.


5.
The possibility of church legal liability.


By a simple majority vote, the Business Affairs Commission may approve or disapprove the use application.  In case of disapproval by the Business Affairs Commission, the applicant may appeal directly to the Session.  In case of a lack of consensus by the Commission members, the application may be referred by them to the Session for their consideration and decision.


Upon approval, one copy of the written agreement shall be returned to the applicant.  That agreement shall stipulate, among other things:


1.
The user shall not put up signs or banners on inside or outside walls of the church.


2.
Publicity for user's event will be subject to prior approval by Business Affairs Commission.
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3.
Session retains the right to terminate without notice the use 



by any group whose purpose appears to be opposed to the Gospel, as 



interpreted by the Confessions of the Church.
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
