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To all groups that need babysitters, U.P.W., Christian Education, any commissions or commission sponsored event (i.e.:  potlucks, teacher training, inquirers class, etc.) and other groups.

We now have a babysitting policy.   Please use the pink "Babysitting Bill" to help us (especially the treasurer) to keep the records straight.


Following are the guidelines:

1. Payment is as follows:

18 Years or older = $11.00/hour – Add $1.00/hour for CPR certification.

15-17  Years =
$6.75/hour – add $0.75/hour for CPR certification.

12-14 Years = $5.00/hour – add $0.50/hour for CPR certification.


2.
Ratio of babysitters to children can be adjusted if lots of toddlers (2 and younger) are expected.


3.
Age of the babysitter or primary babysitter when two are used is to be 14 years or older.


4.
Request children and babysitter to be inside locked facility if only one sitter at night.  The intercom shall be used between the babysitting room and major group.

Please try to get an estimate of the number of children and their ages so that the number of babysitters can be adjusted (see guideline #2)

After much discussion these guidelines were set up and approved by the Congregational Services Commission.

POLICY STATEMENT (8/17/1993)

1.) Three types of childcare and arrangements for payment involved with the future life and growth of the church.

a.) Voluntary participation, including, but not limited to choir, bell choir, Mustard Seeds, commissions, deacons and Allcomers.  It is recommended that parents make a donation of an amount to be determined annually per child to help defray the cost of childcare at St. Andrews.

b.) Unpaid staff positions, which currently included and FOC leaders, Inquirers and Stephen Ministry Leaders.

c.) Paid staff positions covering toddler and nursery care on Sunday mornings.

2.) New policy for proper childcare coverage at any of the above three categories:

a.) Minimum 1 child to 1 caregiver

b.) 2-8 children to 2 caregivers

c.) 9-12 children to 3 caregivers

d.) every 4th child thereafter – 1 additional caregiver
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
